Canadian Flight Rules

— Oxygen required at 10,000’
— US pilots without IFR rating can not fly VFR “Over The Top”

— All VFR pilots are required to file and open a VFR flight plan when
more than 25 miles from the departure airport or flying
Internationally, or use the “Flight Itinerary left with a Responsible
Person” alternative

— All flight plans are filed in ICAO format
